Notes From The Nurses Office
It's officially cold and flu season! Here are a few tips from the CIS Nurse's 
office to help combat respiratory season!

7. Clean and disinfect frequently touched surfaces at home & 

school. 
8. Practice healthy habits: Get plenty of sleep, be physically active, 

manage your stress, drink plenty of fluids and eat nutritious 
food.
