[ 1 MMR?Z: 2 doses. The 1% dose should be given on or after the 1% birthday. The 2" dose should be given after
the 4™ birthday.

[] Hep B2 3 doses. For children 11 to 15 years old, two doses of a vaccine approved by CDC may be used.

[] Varicella®: 2 doses. The 1% dose must be given on or after the 1st birthday.

[] Meningococcal: 1 dose is required for entry into Grade 9. A second dose is recommended by the Division of
Public Health for all adolescents.
