Helping Your Child at Home

Try to create a quiet place for your child to read and/or study, and carve out time every day for your child to concentrate.
You should also try to sit down with your child at least once a week for 15 minutes or so while he or she reads or to ask them
what they are learning about in class. This will keep you informed about what your child is working on, and it will help you
be the first to know if your child needs help with specific topics. Additionally, here are some activities you can do with your
child to support learning at home:
