
I am writing this article to
thank you for the support you
have given our community’s
children in their educational
journey in the Smyrna School
District.  Your attendance at
school district events includ-
ing concerts, plays, award
ceremonies, holiday lunch-
eons, open houses, PTO me-
etings, and sporting events
has been exceptional.
More than any other school
district, I believe our commu-
nity stands up for their chil-
dren in every way possible.
With this backing, an out-
standing staff, and a carefully
formed curriculum, the Smyr-
na School District and each of
the eight schools individually
have once again met all of the
Department of Education’s
state goals (A.Y.P. Annual
Yearly Progress).  Presently,
we are celebrating this ac-
complishment with banners
for each building.  We also
recognized that this wonderful
community effort is not new
but started 130 years ago with
the first graduating class of
1885 with just seven students.
As you know the Smyrna
School District has been
growing since our last operat-

ing referendum was approved
in 2004.  During these ten
years we have all witnessed
our student population grow
from 3,310 to 5,235 a 58%
increase. To meet this
increasing enrollment growth
our community supported a
doubling of district capacity.
During all of these projects we
have been fiscally prudent.
(See page 9.)  
With the blessing of our
School Board and with the
recent school shootings on
our minds, the District con-
tracted with Fearn and Clen-
daniel Architects to do a build-
ing needs assessment that
identified necessary repairs at
five buildings that focused on
maintaining the integrity of
each building and life, health,
and safety issues.  We ap-
plied for and were granted a
Certificate of Necessity from
the state of Delaware.  The
state agreed with our plan and
will pay 67% of the projects’
cost if we pass a referendum
for the local share of 33%.
(See the details on page 9.)
In order to continue to operate
all of these wonderful facilities
and to continue to manage the
many outstanding classes and

programs, we have been very
dependent on state of
Delaware funds.  Our state
funding has been slowly drop-
ping since 2008 with the year-
ly loss in 2013 totaling
$1,289,552.  (See page 9 for
more information.)  Conse-
quently, the Smyrna School
District will not be able to
maintain its existing program
offerings and build upon cur-
rent success without an
increase in local funds to
replace the loss of state rev-
enues.  The cost of this pro-
posed increase in current
expense and in debt service
(major capital improvements)
tax rates will be less than
$10.00 per month for the aver-
age tax payer.  The Smyrna
School District will still have
the fourth lowest total tax rate
in the state!
We will need everyone’s sup-
port and positive vote for our
students’ future on Saturday,
February 22, 2014, to back
this much needed referen-
dum. (See polling places and
times on back page.)  Our stu-
dents’ safety and educational
goals are dependent on our
Community’s support.  Once
a-gain, thank you all for being
a blessing to our school fami-
ly.

During the first marking peri-
od our third graders learned
all about the human body.  We

began studying how the human skeleton provides our body with sup-
port, protection, and allows us to move and groove.  Students learned
the placement of the bones by building a small model of the skeleton
here at school.  After that, they were able to get creative by making
their own replicas at home using materials of their choice.  Some
projects made us very hungry because we saw anything from candy
to pretzels to pasta!  Other students decided to let out their nature
enthusiast side by using materials found outside like grass, pine
cones, and rocks.  And still others used everyday items around the
house like nuts and bolts, beads, buttons, pipe cleaners, and Q-Tips

(not used we hope).  

After studying a-
bout bones, our
students learned
about the impor-
tance of our joints.
Without them we
would be as stiff
as boards! Stu-
dents experienced
what it would be
like to have unar-
ticulated hands.  It

sure was funny to watch them attempt to tie shoes, color, and
open/close things with immobilized fingers!  I think we all learned the
gift of being able to bend during those experiments!

We rounded out our unit learning about the muscles, tendons, and
ligaments.  Students were able to build small models to simulate how
the muscles of an arm, leg, and thumb work.  During this Science kit
our students became experts on the human body.  They learned how
the systems work together to help our bodies function day in and day
out.  So, if you asked one of our third graders, “Why did the skeleton
go to the party alone?” Our boys and girls now know to say, “He had
no BODY to go with!”  

We have been having lots of
fun in physical education the
first half of the year!  The 3rd
and 4th grade students started
out the year with a unit on
lacrosse.  We practiced crad-
ling, passing, offense, and
defense.  Then the students
completed the state mandated
Fitnessgram testing which
tests the different components
of fitness.  Each child re-
ceived an individual report of
how well he/she scored in
each area of fitness.  We will
repeat the test in the spring to
see if the scores improve.  The
1st and 2nd grade students
learned their locomotor skills
at the beginning of the year
and then moved on to activi-
ties that helped make their
heart and muscles stronger.
We worked on finding our
pulse and our resting and
working heart rates.  Kinder-
garten has primarily been
focused on learning how to
move safely in general space
and chasing, fleeing, and
dodging.  Before the holidays,
all the students worked on
Speedstacking.  Speedstacks
is a great sport that helps stu-
dents develop hand-eye coor-
dination, ambidexterity, and
hand speed.  In January, we
will be starting the New Year
with basketball and jump rope
units.

On November 5 and 6, Grade 4 at Clayton Elementary took a field trip
to the DuPont Environmental Education Center located on the River-
front in Wilmington.  Students attended the trip as part of their stud-
ies in Land and Water for Science.  During the trip, students had the

The Smyrna Elementary
first grade classes had a
hands-on visit to the
Delaware State Fire School
to learn about fire safety.

With the Common Core State
Standards, students in third
grade are required to under-
stand the properties of opera-
tions (add, subtract, multiply,
and divide).  This understanding
will help them be more fluent
with computation.  An example
of the Distributive Property of
Multiplication is 8x7 can be bro-
ken down to 5x7 + 3x7.  Students
in Mrs. Brown’s class are practic-
ing this property using manipula-
tives.  This helps students see
the concept in action. 

The students in Mrs. Shalk’s first grade class have been studying the
culture of the Native American Wampanoag tribe. The students
learned about the Wampanoag’s life in the 1600’s including their shel-
ters, food, beliefs, clothing and games. The class used hematites, Indi-
an paint pots, as face paint. Everyone decorated a pouch, headband
and clay pot with Native American symbols. The children also had fun
playing three Native American games.

D: John Bassett Moore Intermediate School - Renovations and additions to include,
but not limited to, addressing building envelope issues; building entry modification for securi-
ty and accessibility; security system upgrades; replace HVAC system and duct work; resurfac-
ing and repainting tennis courts; replacing telephone system; and replacing generator.

The Family Educational Rights
and Privacy Act (FERPA) affords
parents and students over 18
years of age the following rights:
Inspection

You may inspect the student’s
education records within 45 days
of the day the District receives a
request for access.  You should
submit to the Principal a written
request identifying the record(s)
you wish to inspect.  The Princi-
pal will notify you of the time
and place of inspection.
Amendment

If you believe education records
are inaccurate, you may request
the records be amended. Such a
request must be in writing, and
directed to the Principal.  The
request must identify the part of
the record you want changed, and
specify why it is inaccurate.  If
the District denies your request,
the District will notify you of the
decision, advise of the right to a
hearing, and provide the hearing
procedures.
Consent

You have the right to consent to
disclosures of personally identifi-
able information contained in the
student’s education records,
except to the extent that FERPA
authorizes disclosure without

consent.  One exception permits
disclosure without consent to
school officials with legitimate
educational interests.  School
officials include District employ-
ees, Board members, a person or
company retained by the District
to perform a special task (such as
an attorney, auditor, medical con-
sultant, or therapist), or a parent
or student serving on a committee
or assisting another school offi-
cial.  A school official has a legit-
imate educational interest if the
official needs to review an educa-
tion record in order to fulfill his
or her professional responsibility.  
Upon request, the District will
disclose education records with-
out consent to officials of another
district in which a student seeks
or intends to enroll.

» The teacher’s college 
major; whether the 
teacher has any 
advanced degrees and, 
if so, the subject of the 
degrees.

» Whether any teachers’ 
aides or similar parapro-
fessionals provide Title I
services to your child 
and, if they do, their 
qualifications.

1.0 Programs Covered by the Complaint Process

Leadership; Title II Part D 1 and 2 Enhancing Education Through Technology; Title III Lan-
guage Instruction for Limited English Proficient and Immigrant Students; Title IV Part A Safe
and Drug Free Schools and Communities; Title IV Part B 21st Century Community Learning
Centers; Title V Part A Innovative Programs and Title V Part B-1 Public Charter Schools.

2.0 Right to File a Complaint
An organization or an individual may file a complaint regarding an alleged violation of Feder-
al Program Statutes or regulations by the Delaware Department of Education or the Local
Education Agency. For purposes of this regulation, a Local Education Agency shall also
include charter schools. A written and signed complaint shall be filed with the Delaware
Department of Education. 
2.1 The complaint shall include a statement specifying the alleged violation by the State Edu

cation Agency or a Local Education Agency. Such statement shall include facts and doc
umentation of the alleged violation. 

2.2 The Delaware Department of Education shall investigate the complaint and issue a writ
ten report including findings of fact and a decision to the parties included in the complaint 
within sixty (60) working days of the receipt of the complaint.  An extension of the time limit 
may be made by the Delaware Department of Education only if exceptional circumstanc-
es exist with respect to a particular complaint. 

2.3 The Delaware Department of Education may conduct an independent onsite investiga
tion of the complaint, if it is determined that an on site investigation is necessary. 

2.4 The complaint shall allege a violation that occurred not more than one (1) year prior to 
the date that the complaint is received.

3.0 Complaint Made to the Local Education Agency 
An organization or an individual is encouraged to file a written, signed complaint with the Local
Education Agency, prior to submission of the complaint to the Delaware Department of Edu-
cation, concerning an alleged violation by the Local Education Agency of a Federal statute or
regulation that applies to the Local Education Agency’s program. 
3.1 The complaint shall include a statement specifying the alleged violation by the Local Edu

cation Agency. Such statement shall include facts and documentation of the alleged 
violation.

A student with a complaint of sex dis-
crimination shall discuss it with the
teacher, counselor, or principal.
Level Two – Title IX Compliance
Officer
If the grievance is not resolved at
level one and the student wishes to
pursue the grievance, the student may
formalize the grievance by filing a
complaint in writing on a Compli-
ance Violation Form, which can be
obtained from the Title IX compli-
ance officer.  The complaint shall
state the nature of the grievance and
the remedy requested.  The filing of
the formal written complaint at Level
Two must be within 21 days from the
date of the event giving rise to the
grievance, or from the date the griev-
ant could reasonably become aware
of such occurrence.  The grievant
may request that a meeting about the
complaint be held with the Title IX
compliance officer.  A minor student
may be accompanied at that meeting
by a parent or guardian.  The Title IX
compliance officer shall investigate.

A written report from the compli-
ance officer about action taken will
be sent to the grievant with 21 days
after receipt of the complaint.
Level Three – Superintendent
If the complaint is not resolved at
Level Two, the grievant may proceed
to Level Three by presenting a writ-
ten appeal to the Superintendent
within 15 days after the grievant
received the report from the compli-
ance officer.
